QUALIFICATIONS

GCSE Music

As stated in the previous Newsletter, Mayzmusik is now a WJEC Centre and can
offer GCSE Music. We already have candidates booked in for this academic year’s
exams and wish them every success. We are currently recruiting for candidates who
would like to start their GCSE Music in September. With schools about to ask
students to choose options for GCSE, now is the time to consider taking GCSE Music
with Mayzmusik and allowing yourself to study another subject in the same option box
at your Comprehensive/High School.

Access to Music

Mayzmusik is also now able to offer an evidence-based Music Practitioner
Qualification, Access to Music which, as well as instrumental tuition, offers an insight
into the music industry including management, recording, event organisation, etc.
This course is for the person who is seriously considering becoming a professional
musician but who prefers not to take exams.

Related Subjects

For the past five years Mayzmusik has had an offshoot youth theatre group, “Visions
in Glass” which has gone from strength to strength with successful productions of
“Celtic Dreams”, Pink Floyd “The Wall”, “Moulin Rouge” and “Godspell” with “Buddy —
The Buddy Holly Story” coming up in July this year. The director of Visions in Glass
is Emma-Jayne Williams who is currently also teaching drama for the Helen O’'Grady
Drama Academy at various locations in Monmouthshire and Cardiff, whilst also
studying for her ALCM Teaching Diploma in Musical Theatre. Mayzmusik therefore
felt that it would now be possible for us to offer GCSE Drama and the London College
of Music grades in Musical Theatre as from September.

In addition Lisa-Marie Williams, the Musical Director for Visions, is currently studying
for her teaching diploma with the British Ballet Organisation (BBO) so has decided
that she will be able to offer GCSE Dance from September through the AQA (WJEC
do not offer GCSE Dance).
